J-PAC (Japan Program at Chiba) 

Program

International 
Liberal Arts 
Program 

This program is for students with any specialty who are interested in 
Japanese culture and society and have started Japanese language 
learning. 

Japanese 
Studies 
Program 

This program is designed for students who specialize in Japanese studies 
at their universities, and who wish to study about Japan in the Japanese 
language. 

Study period 
1. Full academic year: October to August next year

3. Spring semester only: April to August
